ECO-RAPID TRANSIT links economic develop-

ment and transportation in a 40 mile corridor 

from Bob Hope Airport to Downtown Los An-

geles to Artesia. It supports the creation of 

more jobs and connects over 4 million resi-

dents to the regional transportation system. 

 

The southern corridor is one of twelve           

Measure R transit projects. It currently has a 

$240 million Measure R funding allocation. 

An alternative analysis of the southern         

corridor is currently underway. The project 

from Artesia to Downtown Los Angeles is 

scheduled to be built by 2027.                       

The project is included in the adopted 2009 

Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transporta-

tion Authority's (LACMTA) Long Range                    

Transportation Plan. 

  

The northern corridor from Downtown Los 

Angeles to Bob Hope Airport blends the Ante-

lope Valley Line and proposed California High 

Speed Rail Line improvements. It is a cata-

lyst for transportation improvements includ-

ing plane-to-train connections, higher 

speeds, more passenger trains, double and 

triple tracking, grade separation and other 

related corridor improvements. 
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
